When should they be used? 
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The main part of the badge shows that a Scout is able to point the right way in

life just as the compass points the way at sea. 

The eagle with the shield is a symbol of the United States. It stands for freedom

and readiness to defend that freedom. 

The three-point design at the top is like the north point on a sailor’s compass. It

also stands for the three parts of the Scout Oath.

The two stars are a reminder of the outdoor lifestyle. They represent truth and

knowledge. 

The scroll is turned up at the ends like a smile a Scout should have when doing a

good turn. The Scout motto is printed on the scroll. 

The knot at the bottom is a reminder to follow the Scout Slogan: Do a Good Turn

Daily.
